Day 02 RIO DE JANEIRO, BRAZIL

Go all the way up to the iconic statue of Christ the
Redeemer by the Corcovado Train. The Train rides through
arailway inside Tijuca National Park, the largest urban forest
in the world, making a unique view over Rio de Janeiro city.
Enjoy an amazing ride on a train that takes you right up to
the foot of the statue of The Christ, one of the Seven
Wonders of the Modern World and one of the most famous
sights in Brazil. Besides admiring one of the most beautiful
landscapes of the city, you will take a walk through Brazil's
history. The Corcovado Railroad was the first electrified
railroad in Brazil. Inaugurated in 1884 by D. Pedro I, it is older
than Christ the Redeemer itself. In fact, it was the train that,
during four consecutive years, transported pieces for
monument’'s construction.  Your visit starts on the
century-old electric locomotive, riding across the preserved
Atlantic Forest, part of the Tijuca National Park. At the foot
of the statue of Christ, you'll be able to take in the most
beautiful view over the city, and see from above what
makes Rio de Janeiro so special. (B/L/D)

Day 03 RIO DE JANEIRO
Morning, which brings you to the bucolic neighborhood of

Santa Teresa. Known now for its narrow, twisting streets and
frendy art galleries, the area first rose in the 1750s. See the
electric Santa Teresa tram, originally built in 1896, and
admire majestic mansions from the early 1900s. Also stop to
admire the Selaron Steps, a series of 215 stairs covered in
over 2,000 vibrant tiles from all around the world. Sail on
Guanabara Bay, viewing the Rio's picturesque city skyline
and Sugar Loaf mountain from the water. On this 2-hour
cruise from Rio, glide through the bay's tranquil waters,
passing islands and historic forts. (B/L/D)

Day 04 RIO DE JANEIRO>%¥IGUASSU FALL

Fly from Rio de Janeiro to Iguazu,Begin the excursion to the
Iguazu Falls on the Argentina side. The torrentfial Iguassu
River crosses the state of Parana in Southern Brazil from East
fo West. A few kilometres before its junction with the Parana
River it forms one of the most splendorous natural beauties
of the world: Iguazu Falls. Over 2.7km long and an average
flow of 1.750 m3/s, this wonder is located in a very special
place: the contrast between the green of the vegetation
and dark colour of the basalt rocks whirring water plunging
from a 72m high cliff is magical. At Iguassu there 275 fall in
all, some over 80m in height, making these cataracts wider
than Victoria fall and higher than Niagaral! It Should come
as no surprise that UNESCO declared the region a World
Heritage Site in 1986. (B/L/D)

Day 05 IGUASSU FALL
Cross the border to Brazil in the morning, visit Devil's Throat,
Brazilian side of the Falls. Bird Park make your way through

the rainforest to nurseries enriched with cascades, bridges,
and vegetation. Observe over 200 birds from 150 different
species, a third of which are endangered species. Most of
the species comer from Brazil, but you will also see some
different species from Southwest Asia, Oceania and Africa.
Also keep an eye out for moths, hummingbirds, alligators,
reptiles, and a beehive in the nurseries. At the end of your
walk, fake in exclusive views of the Lake of the Flamingos
from the restaurant, or get your photo taken with a macaw.

Day 06 IGUASSU FALL>¥BUENOS AIRES , ARGENTINA
After breakfast, transfer to the airport for your flight to
Buenos Aires, the capital of Argentina. Upon arrival, you are
going to have a full day city tour to see the most important
tourist atfractions as the aristocratic residential buildings at
the north and their numerous restaurants, pastry shops,
nightclubs and dressy stores, which create a fascinating
atmosphere. You visit the dapper neighborhood called
Palermo Chico in which embassies, consulates and
museums are located.Furthermore you attend a park the
botanical garden, the planetarium, the zoo, the
Argentinean racecourse for horses as well as the monument
“"Monument to the Carfa Magna and Four Regions of
Argentina” and the urban golf course. The avenues are one
of the world's widest ones. On your finally trip to the
observation deck of the congress palace and of the
monument named “Monumento de los Dos Congresos” up
to the "Plaza de Mayo” you pass the Obelisk, which is a
emblem of Buenos Aires, the square of the republic, the
Columbus theater and you have a short distance walk
through the district called “San Telmo” up to the urban
quarter “La Boca”. “La Boca” is very famous because of its
interesting history. There is a street named “Caminito” which
is famous for ifs spirit of tango music and its coloured
buildings. Exclusive wine tasting at Aldo’s. In the evening,
enjoy the famous Tango Show with dinner in the evening.
