¢ Lake Ashi Pirate Ship - was formed in the caldera of Mount Hakone after the
volcano's last eruption 3000 years ago. And the boat ride could enjoy dreams and
romance while gazing upon the delights of Mt. Fuji. Peace Park - The stupa, the symbol
of the park, keeps the Buddha’s ashes presented by late Indian Prime Minister Nehru. 4
golden images of Buddha are also housed.
