¢ Huangguoshu Waterfall - One of China’s largest and most iconic waterfalls, standing 77.8
meters high and 101 meters wide. Known as the “No.1 Waterfall in China,” it is famed for its
powerful flow and majestic beauty. As the centerpiece of the Huangguoshu Waterfall Cluster, it
is surrounded by attractions such as Tianxing Bridge, Water-Curtain Cave, and Doupotang.
Visitors can admire the waterfall from multiple viewing platforms and even walk behind it
through the Water-Curtain Cave—an awe-inspiring experience surrounded by roaring water.

¢ Getu River Scenic Area - Getu River Scenic Area is famous for its towering cliffs,
underground rivers, cave systems, and the rich culture of the Bouyei ethnic group. Highlights
include the massive Tianxing Bridge natural arch, deep karst river systems, and sheer rock
walls that make it a world-class destination for outdoor rock climbing. Lush vegetation lines both
sides of the gorge, with scattered Buyi villages preserving their traditional lifestyle and cultural
charm., Getu River offers a unique blend of natural beauty and cultural depth whether in
exploring geological wonders, seeking adventure, or experiencing local heritage.

¢ Longgong Scenic Area - Longgong (Dragon Palace) Scenic Area in Guizhou is a national
5A site known for its karst caves and underground rivers. Visitors ride boats through a maze of
water-filled caves with hanging stalactites and striking rock formations. The highlight is the
Dragon Gate Waterfall, thundering down from towering cliffs in a breathtaking display. With
caves, rivers, gorges, and sinkholes, Longgong is a stunning showcase of karst geology and
natural beauty.

¢ Jiaxiu Tower - Jiaxiu Tower was built during the Ming Dynasty, sits on a giant rock in the
Nanming River in Guiyang. Named for the phrase “First in literary excellence, graced by scenic
beauty,” the three-story tower features elegant, curved eaves and is linked to the shore by Fuyu
Bridge. Reflected in the river, it stands as a symbol of Guiyang'’s history and culture.

¢ Wanfenglin - Wanfenglin covering about 200 square kilometers at an elevation of around
1,000 meters, is a classic karst peak forest in southwest China. It is praised as a world wonder,
with countless peaks of varied shapes densely packed together. Between the peaks lie
patchwork fields and scattered villages, forming a picturesque landscape where nature and
rural life coexist in harmony.

+ Wanfeng Lake - Wanfeng Lake spans 816 square kilometers—twice the size of Erhai and 76
times that of West Lake—and is praised as the “Lake of Ten Thousand Peaks” and the most
scenic lake in Southwest China. As part of the Xingyi National Geopark, the lake is surrounded
by dense karst landscapes, including peak forests, stone forests, caves, sinkholes, and lush
woodlands. Its waters weave through dramatic terrain, creating a unique lake-and-peak wonder.

¢ Fenglin Buyi Scenic Area - Home to the Buyi ethnic group, this mountain village preserves
a well-kept traditional layout. Built along the slopes, it features stone walls, grey-tiled roofs, and
stilted wooden houses—showcasing classic Buyi architecture. Locals still practice traditional
crafts such as embroidery, weaving, and woodworking, while festivals, rituals, and folk songs
are passed down through generations. A cultural exhibition area within the scenic zone
highlights the Buyi people's history, daily life, and beliefs. At night, lanterns light up the winding
village paths and ancient wooden homes, creating a warm, inviting atmosphere. Visitors can
immerse themselves in traditional Buyi music and dance beneath the mountain skies.
